who participated in parent-child
relational therapy showed

improvement in their
interaction with their children.

For women who stayed in residential
60+ days, 99% were abstinent from

or reduced their substance use
between admission and discharge.

For women who stayed in
outpatient longer than 90 days,

87% reduced their substance use
or were not using substances and
66% had stable housing compared

to 28% at admission.

For women who stayed in our
recovery community at least 90

days, 100% maintained a
reduced level of substance use.

89% of women were employed,
enrolled in school, had an

income or had made progress
toward employability.
